APPENDIX 4
CRITERIA AND METHODS USED FOR ASSESSMENT
OF COMPETITIVE BIDDING OFFERS
The competitive bidding offers are assessed on the basis of the following criteria:

1 Price;

2 Time of delivery;

3 Terms of payment;

The assessment is carried out with the use of the following procedure.

The total quantity of points for each competitive bidding offer is determined by adding. The maximum possible quantity of points is 100.
1. Quantity of points by Price criterion: 70 points.
2. Quantity of points by Time of delivery criterion: 10 points.
3. Quantity of points by Terms of payment criterion: 20 points.
All the offers assessed with the use of the said assessment criteria are arranged by increasing their consolidated parameter. In case of equal values of the parameter, the successful Bidder is selected through voting of the Competitive Bidding Commission members by a simple majority of votes with participation in voting of not lass than two-thirds of the Commission members. If the voting results are divided equally, the Chairman of the Competitive Bidding Commission has the casting vote.
The successful Bidder is determined by decision of the Competitive Bidding Commission.
Assessment procedure

1. The quantity of points by “Price” criterion is determined as follows: The maximum possible quantity of points is assigned to the competitive bidding offer having the most advantageous (minimum) value of “Price” criterion. The quantity of points for the other competitive bidding offers is determined with the use of the following formula:

Цmin – minimum value for “Price” criterion;

Цобчисл – value of current criterion of competitive bidding offer, for which quantity of points is calculated;

The quantity of points by “Time of delivery” criterion is determined as follows: The maximum possible quantity of points is assigned to the competitive bidding offer having the most advantageous (minimum) value of “Time of delivery” criterion. The quantity of points for the other competitive bidding offers is determined with the use of the following formula:

Пmin - minimum value for “Time of delivery” criterion;

3. The quantity of points by “Terms of payment” criterion is determined as follows:

Appendix 5

MAIN TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PROCUREMENT CONTRACT


The terms and conditions of the procurement contract shall not differ by their contents from the contents of the competitive bidding offer or price quotation (including price per goods unit) of the successful Bidder. The main terms and conditions of the procurement contract shall not be changed after its signing up to fulfillment of the obligations by the parties in the full volume, except for the following cases:

1) reduction of procurement volume, in particular, with consideration of the Customer’s actual expenses; 

2) change of price per goods unit not more than by 10 per cent in case of goods price variation in the market, unless the said change leads to increase of the amount pointed out in the contract;

3) improvement of procurement subject quality, unless the said improvement leads to increase of the amount pointed out in the contract;

4) extension of the contract validity period and that of fulfillment of obligations provided for transfer of the goods, performance of works and provision of services in case of arising documentarily supported objective circumstances resulted in such extension, including force majeure and delay in financing of Customer’s expenses, unless the said extension leads to increase of the amount pointed out in the contract;

5) the procurement contract may be extended for the time sufficient for conducting procurement procedure at the beginning of the next year, in the volume not exceeding 20 per cent of the amount pointed out in the contract concluded in the previous year, provided the expenses for this purpose are approved with application of the established procedure.

6) agreed price change towards decreasing (without change of quantity (volume) and quality of goods, works and services);

7) price change in connection with change of rates of taxes and charges proportionally to change of such rates;

8) change of inflation index established by state statistics authorities according to the current laws, change of foreign currency rate, in case of inclusion in the procurement contract of procedure for change of the price depending upon change of the said foreign currency rate, change of exchange quotations, regulated prices (rates) and rated values used in the procurement contract.

* Notes:

a)
The main terms and conditions of the contract submitted by the Bidder as a part of his competitive bidding offer shall correspond to the contents of the Customer’s competitive bidding documentation;
b)
The main terms and conditions of the contract shall bear the Bidder’s signature and be certified with Bidder’s own seal (except for entrepreneurs running business without seal according to current laws);

c) The other conditions of the procurement contract, except for its main terms and conditions, shall be determined by agreement of the parties, provided they are not contrary to the laws and contents of the main conditions of the Customer’s competitive bidding documentation.
